CALL TO ORDER   

G. Henderson called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. 

 
CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM – REVIEW REVISED DRAFT 2021-2030 USING 

INFRASTRUCTURE DEVELOPMENT RESERVE FUNDS 

Selectman A. Voegele joined the PC meeting to discuss the Capital Improvement Program. The intent of 

the CIP is to schedule for expenses such as equipment. The Planning Commission had sent a draft CIP to 

the Selectboard for review, but the Selectboard requested changes to the draft. The Selectboard requested 

the PC formulate the CIP using Local Option Tax (LOT) money, which would be referred to as the 

Infrastructure Money Fund. The Selectboard recommended using 60% of the money collected from the 

LOT to fund; roughly $510,000 per year.  

N. Connell provided a chart to the PC demonstrating what $510,000 would provide for infrastructure for 

the Town. Based on this chart, there would not be enough funds for the draft program. N. Connell 

provided another chart which would utilize 66.5% of the funds. The second chart shown would cover the 

costs associated with the CIP.  

A. Voegle discussed the possibility that the United States is heading toward another recession. In the 

event of a recession, people will spend less money and therefore less LOT will be collected. N. Connell 

explained utilizing 66.5% of the collected LOT funds gives a buffer for inflation or the possibility of a 

recession.  

G. Henderson recommended the CIP account for all spending of the LOT, and not just the 66.5%. 

C. Toof noted that it was not a budget item of the CIP, but the minimum wage in Vermont is proposed to 

be raised to $15/hr. This could greatly impact the General Fund.  

N. Connell will make another table with the discussed changes and bring it back to the PC for review. 

 

STORMWATER UTILITY STUDY – KICK-OFF MEETING  

N. Connell shared the proposal for the Stormwater Utility Study. The study budget was kept under 

$10,000. The contractor will meet with the Planning Commission sometime in November.  

 

PUBLIC COMMENT

OTHER BUSINESS 

 

A. Johnson explained the second meeting in November is the week of Thanksgiving and the second 

meeting in December is Christmas Eve. The PC agreed to skip the meeting on Christmas Eve.

The PC received two pieces of correspondence regarding FEMA mapping and a public meeting where 

results of the mapping will be shared. There was also a piece of correspondence from Green Mountain 

Power about work being done on one of their sites.
